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Annual Charity Golf Competition
Thursday 14th August 2025
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ENTRY CONDITIONS
1. The Competition is open to all Amateur golfers. 
2. All holding an official handicap index will utilise this for the competition.
3. For those who have a lapsed handicap, and those who do not hold a handicap. A handicap will be issued at the discretion of the Tournament Committee.  The maximum handicap index will be 36 for Ladies and Gents.

4. Gents will play from the Yellow Tees, ladies will play from the Red Tees. 

5. The Competition will be an 18 hole, Texas Scramble format. Team handicap is explained at the end of the conditions.
6. For Texas Scramble each team is composed of four players. The team must select at least four tee-shots by each member, the remaining two tee shots are a free choice.  Once the tee-shot is chosen the other team members pick up their respective balls and everyone gathers at the selected ball. One-by-one, each team member drops their ball at that location and plays another shot. Then, the best shot of these is chosen and all team members play from that position. This process continues until any member of the team holes out.  The team receives a score for the hole, rather than individuals.
7. Ties will be decided by the best score over the last nine holes.  If teams are still in a tie situation it will be decided by using the last six holes: then the last three: then the last hole.  Should a tie still exist then it will be decided using the best score on hole 1 then hole 2 etc.

8. The Tournament Referee/Committee shall adjudicate should any Playing/Handicap dispute arise and their decision shall be final.

9. Play is scheduled to start at 9am with the last available tee time 4 pm.  Preferred times of day will be met as far as possible; starting times will be notified to Team Contacts as soon as possible.

10. The presentation of prizes shall take place in the Clubhouse at the end of play.  A prize-winner or representative should attend the presentation which will commence around 8.30pm.

11. No player shall win more than one individual prize.

12. The entry fee is £60 per team, (cheques payable to Duns Rotary Club – will not be presented to Bank before Monday 4th Aug 2025).
13. The Tournament Committee reserve the right to alter the programme if necessary.

14. All proceeds will go to local charities selected by the Rotary Club Council.

15. Gross scores at each hole must be recorded.

Team Handicap

To determine the team Stroke Allowance your COURSE Handicaps are used.
The percentages below are England Golf mandatory allowances:

For 4 players from lowest handicap to the highest = 25% – 20% – 15% – 10%

Example:

Player 1 = Handicap 10 X 25% = 2.5             Player 2 = Handicap 15 X 20% = 3

Player 3 = Handicap 25 X 15% = 3.75           Player 4 = Handicap 28 X 10% = 2.8

Team Stroke Allowance = 12.0 (12.05 rounded to the nearest whole number)
